News in Europe 
The Marine Equipment Directive is up for review by the European Commission and a number of 
member companies affected will have already been asked to respond to a telephone question-
naire being undertaken by our European association, EMEC.  The MED covers certain statutory 
equipment carried and used on ships registered under the flags of the European member states 
(including Norway and Iceland) and which are required to meet IMO conventions under MARPOL 
and SOLAS.  The US Coastguard also accepts the MED wheelmark.  The products affected cover life 
saving equipment, marine pollution equipment, fire prevention, radars and radios. 
 
The information gleaned by EMEC will assist the commission in assessing the effectiveness or oth-
erwise of the current regime and if you can contribute to the work please contact the Society 
without delay. 
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Green Ship Technology ... 
...is the title of a new booklet produced by EMEC.  It highlights the tremendous contribution that 
the marine equipment sector is making to the need for greater control over the environmental 
effects of shipping in relation to current and anticipated regulations.  Clearly a number of busi-
ness opportunities will develop in this market, not all of which is governed by IMO regulation, as 
increasingly regions around the world are seeking to impose special controls on shipping in their 
waterways.  The document can be downloaded from the EMEC web site and as a member of the 
Society you are ipso facto a member of EMEC also.

Summary ς December 2009 
 
¶ After an extremely slow start to the year (including zero contracting in 

May) activity did pick up as the year progressed. 2009 eventually finished 
with a contracting total of 401 vessels of 7.9m CGT and 33.3m dwt. This 
is the lowest level of contracting since 1996, with the previous low point 
having been in 1999 when 1,102 vessels of 18.0m CGT and 43.5m dwt 
were ordered.  

 
¶ The Capesize sector attracted most contracts in 2009, with a total of 52 

ships of  2.0m CGT and 12.7m dwt. Despite being the leading sector in 
terms of contracting, its ordering was still 73% lower than in 2008.  

 
¶ No  LNG  carriers  were  contracted  last  year  following  the  five  that  

had  been ordered  in  2008.  Although  the  outlook  for  the  LNG  sector  
is  still  generally positive  in  the  long  term,  delays  surrounding a   
number of LNG projects means short term demand for these vessels is 
more limited. The LPG sector enjoyed a slightly more positive year as 12 
vessels were ordered
