The government has changed the rules on research and development tax credits, allowing small busi-
nesses to claim relief even if they do not own all the intellectual property rights arising from their work.  
Small businesses that use subsidies for their R&D spending can now claim the large  company scheme 
rate of 30% for any amount covered by the subsidy.  The change affects companies with accounting peri-
ods after 9 December 2009.

Summary ς January 2010 
 
¶ Despite the optimistic hopes for a new start in 2010, contracting activity has 
failed  to pick up from where it left off in 2009. Throughout January 34 con-
tracts of 2.8m dwt were reported, which is the lowest recorded since Septem-
ber last year. However, the situation has improved significantly since last year 
and the volume of deadweight contracted in January 2010 is over five times 
that contracted in January 2009.  
 
¶ In much the same vein as last year, the dry bulk sector again dominated  
proceedings with over 60% of the vessels (21 of 34 ships) and around 92% of 
the  deadweight (2.6m of 2.8m dwt) contracted in January. The largest order 
was for 2 x 200,000 dwt Capesize ships and in total 11 Capesize were ordered. 
 
¶ Eight  offshore  vessels  were  also  contracted in January; 6 x 5,650 (6,702  
HP) supply  vessels  were  ordered  by  US  company Harvey Gulf Marine at US 
yard Eastern Shipbuilding. These are the first vessels to have been ordered at 
this yard  since March last year
